”And as Jesus passed on from there, two blind men followed him, 
crying aloud, “Have mercy on us, Son of David.” When he entered 
the house, the blind men came to him, and Jesus said to them, ‘Do 
you believe that I am able to do this?’

The primary focus is not the blessing bestowed or the need met 
by the Lord, but the glory of the cross.

Their slated is very full---of foolish, darkened, enslaved thinking that 
is opposed to learning Jesus at every point.

It requires a great 
work of God to rescue us from the dark domain in which we were 
enslaved, and to transfer us into the kingdom of his beloved Son. 
From our side, it requires repentance---that is, a dying to the web of 
lies that our lives once were built on.”
