Text: 1 Peter 2:1-5

"So put away all malice and all deceit and hypocrisy and
envy and all slander. ’Like newborn infants, long for the pure
spiritual milk, that by it you may grow up into salvation— 3if
indeed you have tasted that the Lord is good. “As you come

to him, a living stone rejected by men but in the sight of God
chosen and precious, *you yourselves like living stones are
being built up as a spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood,
to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus
Christ." 1 Peter 2:1-5

The fear of the Lord is the emotive, joyful trembling of the
child of God as he enters into and understands the wonder
of the cross of Christ, which leads to responsible living.
"Praise the Lord! Blessed is the man who fears the Lord,

who greatly delights in His commandments! His offspring will
be mighty in the land; the generation of the upright will be
blessed." Psalm 112:1-2

The fear of being abandoned or cast out is not the fear of
the Lord. The fear of the Lord is delightful, reverential joy.

who continually pleads our case with the Father; and our
eternal king who governs us b his Word and Spirit, and who
guards us and keeps us in the freedom He has won for us.
