Text: 1 Peter 1:22-2:5

“2Having purified your souls by your obedience to the truth
for a sincere brotherly love, love one another earnestly
from a pure heart, %since you have been born again, not

of perishable seed but of imperishable, through the living
and abiding word of God; ?*for 'All flesh is like grass and all
its glory like the flower of grass. The grass withers, and the
flower falls, #but the word of the Lord remains forever.'

How to develop an ongoing love for the Lord which
leads to sincere love and responsible living (i.e.
responsible living as a “living stone”) that's part of a
marvelous superstructure (the body of Christ):

1. Live with eternity in view (v. 1:24-25).

“..It is that pretty much anything else you worship will eat
you alive. If you worship money and things - if they are
what you tap real meaning in life then you will never feel
you have enough. It's the truth. Worship your own body
and beauty and sexual allure and you will always feel
ugly, and when time and age starts showing you will die

a million deaths before they finally plant... The insidious
thing about these forms of worship is not that they are evil
or sinful. It is that they are unconscious. They are default
settings. They are the kind of worship you just gradually
slip into day after day getting more and more selective
about what you see and how you measure value without
ever being fully aware that that's what you're doing.”
David Foster Wallace

. The daily “putting aside” of destructive attitudes and the
embrace of truth, goodness, and beauty (the kindness of
the Lord); the daily re-choosing or glad surrender to the
things of the Lord (Deuteronomy 30:19-20, Joshua 24:15).

. The appetite to taste and see the goodness of the Lord.

“I call piety that reverence joined with love of God joined
with love of God who's the knowledge of his benefits and
deuces.” John Calvin

Those who pursue God ardently have tasted His
goodness. For Peter, Christian growth is not a mere call
to duty or moralism. The desire to grow springs from
an experience with the Lord's kindness, an experience
that leaves believers desiring more.

. Embracing responsibility (a living stone...fueler or
drainer...); “Thy kingdom come, thy will be done on earth
as itis in heaven.”

A: Your kingdom come. That is: So rule us by your Word
and Spirit that more and more we submit to you. Preserve
and increase your church. Destroy the works of the devil,
every power that raises itself against you, and every
conspiracy against your holy Word. Do all this until the
fullness of your kingdom comes, where you shall be all in all.
